WYV Division of Highways (DOH) is requesting permission to proceed with an emergency purchase for
eight (8) Leeboy Force Feed Loaders. This equipment is specialized equipment, and it is extremely difficult
to purchase given nationwide shortages on construction equipment.

Currently, the manufacturer has a two-year backlog for purchasing new equipment. DOH is able to
procure this equipment from a local vendor with current availability.
