Emergency Reclamation Project — Kanawha County

AML received a complaint (2026-SOU-039-060) concerning a landslide due to collapsed
draining mine portals. The undocumented coal mining took place in the No. 2 Gas coal seam.
The property is in Marmet, WV. The property owner’s porch foundation has shifted, and the
landslide is still moving. Water from three collapsed draining portals is running along the back
of his house and down the driveway. Further movement of the landslide could result in
substantial damage to the property owner’s residence.

AML recommends completion of an emergency project to mitigate the dangerous landslide and
collapsed draining portals. The project is expected to consist of excavation of the landslide,
dewatering the collapsed draining portals, construction of drainage structures, and temporary
access. Construction costs are estimated to be $200,000.

Professional services will be utilized to design the reclamation. Potesta & Associates, Inc. has
been selected to perform the engineering design for the project. Professional services are not
expected to exceed $70,000.
