the bill, but felt the title didn’t re-
flect all of the contents of the bill,
making it constitutionally defective.

House Bill 3142: Relating to ad-
dresses of manufactured homes and
solid waste collection in annexed
areas of cities. Wise deemed this
bill constitutionally defective also
because it contained 2 unrelated pur-
poses without a meaningful or rea-
sonable relationship.
