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SCU Requires New Routing Number

Taken from The State Credit Union’s newsletter, Summer 2002 edition.

State Credit Union (SCU) checking account holders who order checks
from somewhere other than the credit union, or who have checks that were
purchased a while back, need to review the routing numbers printed on their
checks.

In September 1999, the State Credit Union (formerly the Public Employ-
ees Credit Union) switched processors for check clearing. This resulted in a
change of the routing number.

The routing number is found on the bottom left corner of your checks.
You need only review one check on each pad. The correct routing number is
251984467.

Beginning in September 2002, checks with incorrect routing numbers
may be delayed in processing, or even not processed at all. If you have a
number different from the one stated in the previous paragraph, you should
discard those checks and order new omnks.State Credit Union will pay
