Khadidra Taylor, 26, is a social service worker for DHHR's Bureau for Children and
Families despite battling McCune-Albright Syndrome, a rare genetic disease
(Charleston District).

Amie Becilla, 29, has insulin-dependent diabetes and teaches special education
students at Westwood Middle School in Morgantown (Clarksburg District).

Sharon Hastings, 47, is a top salesperson for LiveOps, a virtual telemarketing firm,
despite battling chronic fatigue syndrome, fibromyalgia and chronic lobular
hepatitis (Wheeling District).

Steven Bennett, 31, returned to school and became a rehabilitation counselor for
the Virginia Department for the Blind and Visually Impaired after losing much of
his vision (Beckley District).

r  KITCHEN FIRE

In last month’s Sateline, we provided you with information on how to
I prevent kitchen fires. Even with the best precautions, a fire can till

spark. Here' s some helpful information on what to do if happensto you.
I Clip this article and tape it to the inside of a kitchen cabinet for quick
I reference!

I 3k Call 911 immediately. You can always
cancel the call if you get things clearly
I under control.

3K Ifthe fire is, or becomes, large or out of
control, do the smart thing and leave
the residence immediately!

3¢ Keep three things handy: A pan lid
(preferably one that fits multiple pans),
baking soda, and an ABC-rated fire
extinguisher. Make sure you know how
to use the extinguisher. Never use
water or flour on cooking fires.

3k If a smallitem is on fire and you can do
it safely, put it in the sink and then
extinguish it.

3 Unplug small appliances like toasters
I or coffee pots if you can do it safely.

3k Keep at least one working smoke de- I
tector in your home and test it monthly;
change the batteries when adjusting I
your clocks for daylight savings time
and eastern standard time.

3k Slide a pan lid over flames to smother |
a grease or oil fire in a pot or skillet. |
Turn off the heat. |

3 For small grease/oil fires elsewhere, |
and for all other fires, throw baking |
soda over the flames. I

3k For oven, broiler, or microwave fires,
keep the oven door shut and turn off I
the heat or the microwave.

out his/her tongue. If the tongue
goes crooked - to one side or the
other — it could be a signal the per-
son has suffered a stroke.

Other possible clues are to ask
the person to smile, repeat a simple
sentence (such as “The sun is shin-
ing today.”), and/or to raise both
arms. If he or she has difficulty with
any of these tasks, call 911 immedi-
ately. Quicker treatment means bet-
ter recovery.
