3.2.5.11 Contract Items 55 - 56 - Genesis Stowaway Mesh Bags must be
nylon mesh bags suitable for storing wet scuba accessories.

3.2.5.12 Contract Item 57 - Akona® Pro Regulator Bag must be a fully
padded regulator bag with interior Velcro steps and internal mesh
side pockets, and a heavy-duty zipper.
