Therefore, on the up and downwind
edges of the field, the applicator must compensate for this displacement by adiusting the path of the aircraft upwind. Swath
adjustment distance shoutd increase with increasing drift potential {higher wind, small drops, etc.).

WIND

Drift potential is lowest batween wind speeds of 2-10 mph. However, many factors, including droplet size and equipment
type determine drift potential at any given speed. Application should be avoided below 2 mph dus o variable wind direction
and high inversion potential. NOTE: Local terrain can influence wind patterns. Every applicator should be familiar with local
wind patterns and how they affect spray drift.

TEMPERATURE ANE HUMIDITY

When making applicatiens in low relative humidity, set up equipment to produce larger droplets to compensate for evapora-
tion. Droplet evaporation is most severe when conditions are both hat and dry.

TEMPERATURE INVERSIONS

Applications should not accur during a temperature inversion because drift potential is high. Temperature inversions restrict
vertical air mixing, which causes small suspended droplets to remain in a concentrated cloud. This cloud can move in unpre-
dictable directions due to the light variable winds common during inversions. Temperature inversions are characterized by
increasing temperatures with altitude and are common on nighis with limited cloud cover and light to no wind. They begin
to form as the sun sets and often continue into the morning. Their presence can be indicated by ground fog; however, if fog
is not present, inversions can also be identified by the movement of smoke fraom a ground source or an aircraft smoke gen-
ergtor. Smoke that layers and moves laterally in a concentrated cloud {under low wind conditions) indicates an inversicn,
while smioke that moves upward and rapidly dissipates indicates good vertical air mixing.

INTEGRATED PEST MANAGEMENT
LESCC Manicure 6FL is an exceflent disease control agent when used according to label directions for control of a broad
spectrum of plant diseases. LESCO Manicure 6FL is recommended for use in programs that are compatible with the princi-
nles of Integrated Pest Management {IPM), including the use of disease resistant crop varisties, cultural practices, pest
scouting and disease forecasting systems which reduce unnecessary applications of pesticides.

FUNGICIDE RESISTANCE MANAGEMENT
LESCGO Manicure 6FL is effective for strategic use in programs that attempt to minimize disease resistance o fungicides. Some
other fungicides which are at risk from disease resistance exhibit a single-site mode of fungicidal action. LESCC Manicure 6FL,
with a muiti-site mede of action, may be used to delay or prevent the development of resistance to single-site fungicides.

Apply this preduct anly through center pivot, metorized lateral move, traveling gun, salid set and portable (wheet move, side
roll, end tow, or hand move) irrigation system(s}. DO NOT apply this product through any other type of irrigation system.
Crop injury, lack of effectiveness, or illegal pesticide residues in the crop can result from non-uniform distribution of treated
water. If you have questicns about calfibration, you should contact State Extension Service specialists, equipment manufac-

For some use patterns, reducing the effective boom length to less than 2/4 of the wingspan or rotor fength may further reduce drift without

SWATH ADJUSTMENT
