1. PURPOSE AND SCOPE: The West Virginia Purchasing Division is
soliciting bids on behalf of the Department of Environmental Protection, Office of
Special Reclamation to establish an open-end contract for sludge pumping services
in the northern counties of West Virginia.

1.1 The General Performance Standards (GPS) shall apply to all items in Scope
of Work.Sludge pumping will be from settling ponds through 6 inch diameter piping,
which has been permanently installed beside the pond, to sludge drying cells. The
sludge pipe connections are fitted with cam and groove adaptors for quick connection
to a pump. Most sludge drying cells are 120 feet or less in height above the treatment
settling ponds (ponds require approximately 20 feet of suction lift). Some treatment
sites require two 6 inch sludge pumps in a series or use of a high-head pump due to
pumping heights greater than 120 feet.

“Employer default” means having an outstanding balance or liability to the old fund or to the uninsured empioyers'
fund or being in policy default, as defined in W. Va. Code § 23-2¢-2, failure to maintain mandatory workers'
compensation coverage, or failure to fully meet its obligations as a workers' compensation self-insured employer. An
employer is not in employer default if it has entered into a repayment agreement with the Insurance Commissioner
and remains in compliance with the obligations under the repayment agreement.

“Related party” means a party, whether an individual, corporation, partnership, association, limited liability company
or any other form or business association or other entity whatsoever, related to any vendor by blood, marriage,
ownership or contract through which the party has a relationship of ownership or other interest with the vendor so that
the party will actually or by effect receive or control a portion of the benefit, profit or other consideration from
performance of a vendor contract with the party receiving an amount that meets or exceed five percent of the total

contract amount.
