2. MANDATORY TERMS: The Solicitation may contain mandatory provisions identified by 
the use of the words “must,” “will,” and “shall.” Failure to comply with a mandatory term in the 
Solicitation will result in bid disqualification.

5. VERBAL COMMUNICATION: Any verbal communication between the Vendor and 
any State personnel is not binding, including verbal communication at the mandatory pre-bid 
conference. Only information issued in writing and added to the Solicitation by an official 
written addendum by the Purchasing Division is binding. 
 
6. BID SUBMISSION: All bids must be submitted on or before the date and time of the bid 
opening listed in section 7 below. Vendors can submit bids electronically through wvOASIS, in 
paper form delivered to the Purchasing Division at the address listed below either in person or by 
courier, or in facsimile form by faxing to the Purchasing Division at the number listed below.

8. ADDENDUM ACKNOWLEDGEMENT: Changes or revisions to this Solicitation will be 
made by an official written addendum issued by the Purchasing Division. Vendor should 
acknowledge receipt of all addenda issued with this Solicitation by completing an Addendum 
Acknowledgment Form, a copy of which is included herewith. Failure to acknowledge addenda 
may result in bid disqualification. The addendum acknowledgement should be submitted with 
the bid to expedite document processing. 
 
9. BID FORMATTING: Vendor should type or electronically enter the information onto its bid 
to prevent errors in the evaluation. Failure to type or electronically enter the information may 
result in bid disqualification.

14. UNIT PRICE: Unit prices shall prevail in cases of a discrepancy in the Vendor’s bid. 
 
15. PREFERENCE: Vendor Preference may be requested in purchases of motor vehicles or 
construction and maintenance equipment and machinery used in highway and other 
infrastructure projects.  Any request for preference must be submitted in writing with the bid, 
must specifically identify the preference requested with reference to the applicable 
subsection of West Virginia Code § 5A-3-37, and must include with the bid any information 
necessary to evaluate and confirm the applicability of the requested preference.

18. ELECTRONIC FILE ACCESS RESTRICTIONS: Vendor must ensure that its 
submission in wvOASIS can be accessed and viewed by the Purchasing Division staff 
immediately upon bid opening.

38. CONFLICT OF INTEREST: Vendor, its officers or members or employees, shall not 
presently have or acquire an interest, direct or indirect, which would conflict with or compromise 
the performance of its obligations hereunder. Vendor shall periodically inquire of its officers, 
members and employees to ensure that a conflict of interest does not arise. Any conflict of 
interest discovered shall be promptly presented in detail to the Agency. 
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39. REPORTS: Vendor shall provide the Agency and/or the Purchasing Division with the 
following reports identified by a checked box below:

1. PURPOSE AND SCOPE: The West Virginia Purchasing Division is soliciting bids on behalf of

2. DEFINITIONS: The terms listed below shall have the meanings assigned as given below. 
Additional definitions can be found in Section 2 of the General Terms and Conditions.  

2.1 “Contract Item” or “Contract Items” means the items identified in Section 5 below and on 
the Pricing Pages.  

2.2 “Flow Meter” means the flow metering device which measures the volume of leachate 
entering the tanker truck.

5.3.6 If an invoice is submitted via e-mail, the Vendor shall save the invoice in PDF format 
before submitting it to WVDEP. The Leachate Hauling Log Sheet shall be scanned 
and saved in PDF format and e-mailed with the Invoice.  

5.3.7 If the invoice is mailed, the Vendor shall print the invoice and submit the original 
Leachate Hauling Log Sheet. HANDWRITTEN INVOICES SHALL NOT BE 
ACCEPTED. 

                    5.3.8 Failure to follow the requirements of Section 5.3 may result in rejection of payment.  

6. TRAVEL: Vendor shall be responsible for all mileage and travel costs, including travel time, 
associated with performance of this Contract. Any anticipated mileage or travel costs shall be 
included in the flat fee or hourly rate listed on Vendor’s bid, but such costs shall not be paid by the 
Agency separately.

Any delay in delivery that could cause harm to an Agency 
shall be grounds for cancellation of the delayed order, and/or obtaining the items ordered from 
a third party. 
Any Agency seeking to obtain items from a third party under this provision must first obtain 
the approval of the Purchasing Division.  

8. FACILITIES ACCESS: Performance of Contract Services may require access cards and/or keys 



to gain entrance to the Agency’s facilities. When access cards and/or keys are required:  

8.1 Vendors must identify principal service personnel which shall be issued access cards and/or keys 
to perform service. Once identified, the Project Manager will distribute access cards and/or 
keys.  

8.2 Vendor shall be responsible for controlling cards and keys and shall pay a replacement fee if 
the cards or keys become lost or stolen.  

       8.3 Vendor shall notify the Agency immediately of any lost, stolen, or missing card or key.  

8.4 Anyone performing under this Contract shall be subject to Agency’s security protocol and 
procedures.  

8.5 Vendor shall inform all staff of Agency’s security protocol and procedures. 

      9. VENDOR DEFAULT:  

9.1 Immediate cancellation of the Contract.  

9.2 Immediate cancellation of one or more release orders issued under this Contract. 

9.3 Any other remedies available in law or equity.  

    10. MISCELLANEOUS:  

10.1 No Substitutions: Vendor shall supply only Contract Services submitted in response to the 
Solicitation unless a contract modification is approved in accordance with the provisions 
contained in this Contract.  

10.2 Vendor Supply: Vendor shall carry sufficient inventory of Contract Items to fulfill the 
obligations under this Contract. By signing the bid, the Vendor certifies that the Contract 
Items can be supplied as contained in the bid response.  

10.3 Contract Manager: During execution performance of this Contract, Vendor must designate 
and maintain a primary contract manager responsible for overseeing Vendor’s 
responsibilities under this Contract. The Contract Manager must be available during normal 
business hours to address any customer service or other issues related to this Contract.
