8. SUBCONTRACTOR LIST SUBMISSION: In accordance with W. Va. Code § 5-22-1, the
apparent low bidder on a contract valued at more than $250,000.00 for the construction, alteration,
decoration, painting or improvement of a new or existing building or structure shall submit a list of
all subcontractors who will perform more than $25,000.00 of work on the project including labor
and materials. (This section does not apply to any other construction projects, such as highway,
mine reclamation, water or sewer projects.) The subcontractor list shall be provided to the
Purchasing Division within one business day of the opening of bids for review.

If the apparent low bidder fails to submit the subcontractor list, the Purchasing Division shall
promptly request by telephone and electronic mail that the low bidder and second low bidder
provide the subcontractor list within one business day of the request. Failure to submit the
subcontractor list within one business day of receiving the request shall result in disqualification of
the bid.

If no subcontractors who will perform more than $25,000.00 of work are to be used to complete
the project, the apparent low bidder must make this clear on the subcontractor list, in the bid itself,
or in response to the Purchasing Division’s request for the subcontractor list.

a. Required Information. The subcontractor list must contain the following information:
i. Bidder's name

i1. Name of each subcontractor performing more than $25,000 of work on the
project.

iii. The license number of each subcontractor, as required by W. Va. Code § 21-11-
| et. seq.

iv. If applicable, a notation that no subcontractor will be used to perform more than
$25,000.00 of work. (This item iv. is not required if the vendor makes this clear in
the bid itself or in documentation following the request for the subcontractor list.)

b. Subcontractor List Submission Form: The subcontractor list may be submitted in any
form, including the attached form, as long as the required information noted above is
included. If any information is missing from the bidder’s subcontractor list submission, it
may be obtained from other documents such as bids, emails, letters, etc. that accompany
the subcontractor list submission.

c. Substitution of Subcontractor. Written approval must be obtained from the State
Spending Unit before any subcontractor substitution is permitted. Substitutions are not
permitted unless:

i. The subcontractor listed in the original bid has filed for bankruptcy;

ii. The subcontractor in the original bid has been debarred or suspended; or

iii. The contractor certifies in writing that the subcontractor listed in the original bid
fails, is unable, or refuses to perform his subcontract.

ADDITIONAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS
(Architectural and Engineering Contracts Only)

1. PLAN AND DRAWING DISTRIBUTION: All plans and drawings must be completed and
available for distribution at least five business days prior to a scheduled pre-bid meeting for the
construction or other work related to the plans and drawings.

2. PROJECT ADDENDA REQUIREMENTS: The Architect/Engineer and/or Agency shall be
required to abide by the following schedule in issuing construction project addenda. The
Architect/Engineer shall prepare any addendum materials for which it is responsible, and a list of
all vendors that have obtained drawings and specifications for the project. The
Architect/Engineer shall then send a copy of the addendum materials and the list of vendors to
the State Agency for which the contract is issued to allow the Agency to make any necessary
modifications. The addendum and list shall then be forwarded to the Purchasing Division buyer
by the Agency. The Purchasing Division buyer shall send the addendum to all interested vendors
and, if necessary, extend the bid opening date. Any addendum should be received by the
Purchasing Division at least fourteen (14) days prior to the bid opening date.

3. PRE-BID MEETING RESPONSIBILITIES: The Architect/Engineer shall be available to
attend any pre-bid meeting for the construction or other work resulting from the plans, drawings,
or specifications prepared by the Architect/Engineer.

4. ATA DOCUMENTS: All construction contracts that will be completed in conjunction with
architectural services procured under Chapter 5G of the West Virginia Code will be governed by
the attached AIA documents, as amended by the Supplementary Conditions for the State of West
Virginia, in addition to the terms and conditions contained herein. The terms and conditions of
this document shall prevail over anything contained in the AIA Documents or the Supplementary
Conditions.

5. GREEN BUILDINGS MINIMUM ENERGY STANDARDS: In accordance with West
Virginia Code § 22-29-4, all new building construction projects of public agencies that have not
entered the schematic design phase prior to July 1, 2012, or any building construction project
receiving state grant funds and appropriations, including public schools, that have not entered the
schematic design phase prior to Julyl, 2012, shall be designed and constructed complying with
the ICC International Energy Conservation Code, adopted by the State Fire Commission, and the
ANSI/ASHRAE/IESNA Standard 90.1-2007: Provided, That if any construction project has a
commitment of federal funds to pay for a portion of such project, this provision shall only apply
to the extent such standards are consistent with the federal standards.

SPECIFICATIONS

1. PURPOSE AND SCOPE: The West Virginia Purchasing Division is soliciting bids on behalf of the West
Virginia Schools for the Deaf and the Blind (WVSDB) to establish an Open-End contract for Student
Transportation at the WVSDB. The WVSDB serves students statewide who are residents of the school
during the school week. Students, ages 11 to 21 years old, generally arrive Sundays and depart Fridays
as scheduled throughout the approximately 37 week school year. The WVSDB is located in Romney,
WV and transportation will be to locations identified in Exhibit “A”.

The vendor shall oversee, direct and provide services for student transportation to and from the
WVSDB in Romney, West Virginia.

2. DEFINITIONS: The terms listed below shall have the meanings assigned to them below.
Additional definitions can be found in section 2 of the General Terms and Conditions.

2.1 "Contract Services" means a student transportation to or from the West
Virginia Schools for the Deaf and the Blind.

2.2 "Pricing Section" means the pages upon which Vendor shall list its proposed
price for the Contract Services.

2.3 "Charter Bus Services" means the transporting of people who have contracted
to have exclusive use of a motor coach bus under one contract for a specified
itinerary.

2.4 "Solicitation" means the official notice of an opportunity to supply the State

with goods or services that is published by the Purchasing Division.
2.5 "Homegoing" means the bus route beginning in Romney, WV.

2.6 "Return" means the bus route that ends in Romney, WV.

3. QUALIFICATIONS: Vendor, or Vendor's staff, if requirements are inherently limited to
individuals rather than corporate entities, shall have the following minimum qualifications:

3.1 Experience: Vendor, or Vendor's staff assigned to this project, must have
successfully completed projects that involved work similar to that described in
these specifications. Compliance with this experience requirement will be
determined prior to contract award by the State through references provided
by the Vendor upon request, or some other method that the State

determines to be acceptable. Vendor must provide any documentation
requested by the State to assist in confirmation of compliance with this
provision. References, documentation, or other information to confirm
compliance with this experience requirement may be requested after bid
opening and prior to contract award.

3.1.1 Minimum of ten (10) years ‘charter bus service.

3.1.2 Minimum of five (5) years’ experience transporting persons with
disabilities.

Background Checks: All drivers and aides that will be assigned to this contract
must have clean background checks completed, to include fingerprinting,
provided by the successful vendor. A copy of the results must be provided to
the WVSDB before assigned personnel begins work.

CPR/First Aid: All aides shall have CPR/First Aid training before the bus route,
and provide the WVSDB with copies of current valid CPR/First Aid cards before
the aides begin work.

MANDATORY REQUIREMENTS:

Mandatory Contract Services Requirements and Deliverables: Vendor shall
provide the WVSDB with the Contract Items listed below on an open-end and
continuing basis. Contract Services must meet or exceed the mandatory
requirements listed below.

4.1.1 Services will be provided as determined by the Director of
Transportation or the Chief Financial Officer of the WVSDB.

4.1.2 The vendor shall provide two (2) charter buses staffed with one (1)
CDL with P endorsement driver and one (1) aide on each bus. The
WVSDB will provide a minimum of one (1) aide per bus from qualified
staff members.

4.1.3 Vendor will maintain a point of contact with cell phone number that
shall be available while students are being transported and be
available until the last student is delivered to their family member.

4.1.4 Each bus shall be air conditioned, heated, with clean working
restrooms on board and video camera recording of the bus
occupants.

Each bus shall have a seating capacity of no less than forty-seven
(47) passengers with working wheelchair lifts and minimum of two
(2) wheelchair "tiedown" areas. All buses shall meet all Federal
requirements, such as ADA, as to wheelchair lifts, tiedowns, etc.

All buses shall meet all Federal and State requirements, regarding
motor vehicle operation, safety requirements and transportation
of students and are mandated by law to carry current State Vehicle
Inspection Sticker.

Locked medicine boxes will be provided for all buses. The
medicine box shall be returned to the WVSDB staff at the
conclusion of each trip.

The Vendor will have buses on campus, parked in front of the Keller
Hall Dormitory and ready to load luggage, car seats, etc. by 12:00
pm on the scheduled dates. The buses are to be loaded and ready
for departure from our campus no later than 1:00 pm. All bus
company employees shall eat lunch prior to arriving on campus.
The school will NOT feed bus company employees.

NO SMOKING by anyone on the bus, on WVSDB property or in the
vicinity of the passenger loading door.

All Aides' duties are to help supervise students and see that their
personal needs are met while enroute. These duties may include,
but are not limited to, assisting students with toileting needs,
changing diapers, and feeding children. The School will provide
instruction for the aides via a general meeting prior to departure.
The Vendorisencouraged to provide the same aidesand bus drivers
to gain familiarity with the students and routes.

Aides shall sit in or near the middle to rear of the bus while
students are present. The School will provide the special seats and
restraints some of our students might need. These items shall be
returned to the school when the students are returned. The aides
are responsible for seeing that these seats and restraints are used.
The aides, and if necessary the drivers, shall help with the loading
and unloading of students.

The aides shall know or acquire basic sign language.

Vendor and assigned staff performing under this Contract shall be
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subject to WVDSB's security protocols and procedures.

4.1.14 Vendor shall inform all staff of WVSDB's security protocols and
procedures.

4.1.15 There are certain times designated for the driver or aide to call the
School, which will be provided to the successful Vendor. They shall
call as close to these times as possible and they are always to call
and let the school know if they are running more than 30 minutes
behind schedule. Drivers or aides shall call the School when the last
student has been delivered. These calls can be made collect.

4.1.16 Rosters, student profiles, and student contact information will be
provided to each bus upon arrival to campus. Students may only
be released to persons listed in their information.

4.1.17 The Driver or aide shall call the School if there are ANY travel
delays, such as adverse weather conditions, road construction,
etc., of 30 minutes. If student or student pickup person is not at a
scheduled stop, the bus driver or aide will wait ten (10) minutes
beyond the scheduled time then call the School for further
direction. The bus will wait ten (10) minutes beyond the drop off
time for students not at stop before proceeding on the route.

4.1.18 Vendor must have fleet available or have a valid contract with a
nearby charter bus company in case of a bus break down.

5. CONTRACT AWARD:

5.1 Contract Award: The Contract is intended to provide Agency with a purchase
price for the Contract Services. The Contract shall be awarded to the Vendor
that provides the Contract Services meeting the required specifications for the
lowest overall Total Bid Amount as shown on the Pricing Section.

5.2 Pricing Section: Vendor shall complete the Pricing Section by stating the one
way cost per route. Vendor shall complete the Pricing Section in full as failure
to complete the Pricing Section in its entirety may result in Vendor's bid being
disqualified. Vendor is to total A+B = Total Bid Amount.

6. PERFORMANCE: Vendor and Agency shall agree upon a schedule for performance of Contract
Services and Contract Services Deliverables, unless such a schedule is already included herein
by Agency. In the event that this Contract is designated as an open-end contract, Vendor

shall perform in accordance with the release orders that may be issued against this Contract.

Contingent upon unforeseen circumstances, similar to adverse weather conditions or
schedule and calendar changes, the WVSDB reserves the right to reschedule, cancel,
increase or decrease the number of transportation trips. The WVSDB will provide as
much advance notification as possible to the vendor.

PAYMENT: Agency shall pay one way per route rate as shown on the Pricing Section,
for all Contract Services performed and accepted under this Contract. Vendor shall
accept payment in accordance with the payment procedures of the State of West
Virginia.

TRAVEL: Vendor shall be responsible for all mileage and travel costs, including travel
time, associated with performance of this Contract while providing services to the
WVDSB.

FACILITIES ACCESS: Performance of Contract Services may require access cards
and/or keys to gain entrance to Agency's facilities. If access cards and/or keys are
required:

9.1 Vendor must identify principal service personnel which shall be issued
access cards and/or keys to perform service.

9.2 Vendor shall be responsible for controlling cards and keys and shall pay
replacement fee, if the cards or keys become lost or stolen.

9.3 Vendor shall notify WVSDB immediately of any lost, stolen, or missing card or
key.
