Over the last 20 years the North Central West Virginia
Airport has grown tremendously, creating a strain on
the existing infrastructure. The terminal building was
built for general aviation use and due to the growth of
the EAS program and commercial service, renovations
to the building were needed. The Thrasher Group was
hired to provide a variety of updates and creative
solutions to the space issues being faced, all which
were completed while the terminal remained open to
passengers.

One of the major upgrades was the addition of new
restrooms. Restrooms were added to the hold room
so passengers could stay inside the sterile area while
waiting for their aircraft, reducing the congestion in
the ticket area with passengers accessing the TSA
checkpoint. The TSA checkpoint area was relocated,
allowing passengers a clear path off the aircraft while
also allowing for arriving passengers a larger area to
queue in line.

The hold room was then expanded by adding square
footage onto the terminal building. This allowed the hold
room to be more accommodating for ADA compliance
with additional seats for up to 150 passengers. During
this renovation, a new roof was installed on the terminal
as well as a canopy that could accommodate coach size
buses that could drop off/pick up passengers.
