Vendor 
shall be exclusively responsible for payment ofemployees and contractors for all wages and 
salaries, taxes, withholding payments, penalties, fees, fringe benefits, professional liability 
insurance premiums, contributions to insurance and pension, or other deferred compensation 
plans, including but not limited to, Workers' Compensation and Social Security obligations, 
licensing fees, etc. and the tiling ofall necessary documents, forms, and returns pertinent to all of 
the foregoing.

Contract, or by Federal or State statutes or regulations; and (3) Any failure ofthe Vendor, its 
officers, employees, or subcontractors to observe State and Federal laws including, but not 
limited to, labor and wage and hour laws. 

37. NO DEBT CERTIFICATION: In accordance with West Virginia Code§§ SA-3-toa and 
5-22-1 (i), the State is prohibited from awarding a contract to any bidder that owes a debt to the 
State or a political subdivision of the State.

41. PREFERENCE FOR USE OF DOMESTIC STEEL PRODUCTS: Except when 
authorized by the Director ofthe Purchasing Division pursuant to W. Va. Code§ SA-3-56, no 
contractor may use or supply steel products for a State Contract Project other than those steel 
products made in the United States. A contractor who uses steel products in violation ofthis 
section may be subject to civil penalties pursuant to W. Va. Code § SA-3-S6. As used in this 
section: 

a. "State Contract Project" means any erection or construction of, or any addition to, alteration 
ofor other improvement to any building or structure, including, but not limited to, roads or 
highways, or the installation ofany heating or cooling or ventilating plants or other 
equipment, or the supply ofand materials for such projects, pursuant to a contract with the 
State ofWest Virginia for which bids were solicited on or after June 6, 2001. 

b. "Steel Products'' means products rolled, formed, shaped, drawn, extruded, forged, cast, 
fabricated or otheiwise similarly processed, or processed by a combination oftwo or 
more or such operations, from steel made by the open heath, basic oxygen, electric 
furnace, Bessemer or other steel making process. 

c. The Purchasing Division Director may, in writing, authorize the use offoreign steel 
products if: 

1. The cost for each contract item used does not exceed one tenth ofone percent 
(.1% ) ofthe total contract cost or two thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500.00), 
whichever is greater. For the purposes ofthis section, the cost is the value ofthe

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42. PREFERENCE FOR USE OF DOMESTIC ALUMINUM, GLASS, AND STEEL: In 
Accordance with W. Va. Code § 5-19-1 et seq., and W. Va. CSR § 148-10-1 et seq., for every 
contract or subcontract, subject to the limitations contained herein, for the construction, 
reconstruction, alteration, repair, improvementor maintenance ofpublic works or for the 
purchase ofany item ofmachinery or equipment to be used at sites ofpublic works, only 
domestic aluminum, glass or steel products shall be supplied unless the spending officer 
detennines, in writing, after the receipt ofoffers or bids, (I) that the cost ofdomestic aluminum, 
glass or steel products is unreasonable or inconsistent with the public interest ofthe State of 
West Virginia, (2) that domestic aluminum, glass or steel products are not produced in sufficient 
quantities to meet the contract requirements, or (3) the available domestic aluminum, glass, or 
steel do not meet the contract specifications. This provision only applies to public works 
contracts awarded in an amount more than fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) or public works 
contracts that require more than ten thousand pounds ofsteel products. 

The cost ofdomestic aluminum, glass, or steel products may be unreasonable ifthe cost is more 
than twenty percent (20%) ofthe bid or offered price for foreign made aluminum, glass, or steel 
products. If the domestic aluminum, glass or steel products to be supplied or produced in a 
"substantial labor swplus area", as defined by the United States Department ofLabor, the cost of 
domestic aluminum, glass, or steel products may be unreasonable ifthe cost is more than thirty 
percent (30%) ofthe bid or offered price for foreign made aluminum, glass, or steel products. 
This preference shall be applied to an item ofmachinery or equipment, as indicated above, when 
the item is a single unit ofequipment or machinery manufactured primarily ofaluminum, glass 
or steel, is part ofa public works contract and has the sole pwpose or ofbeing a pennanent part 
ofa single public works project. This provision does not apply to equipment or machinery 
purchased by a spending unit for use by that spending unit and not as part of a single public 
works project 

All bids and offers including domestic aluminum, glass or steel products that exceed bid or offer 
prices including foreign aluminum, glass or steel products after application ofthe preferences 
provided in this provision may be reduced to a price equal to or lower than the lowest bid or 
offer price for foreign aluminum, glass or steel products plus the applicable preference. Ifthe 
reduced bid or offer prices are made in writing and supersede the prior bid or offer prices, all 
bids or offers, including the reduced bid or offer prices, will be reevaluated in accordance with 
this rule. 

43. INTERESTED PARTY SUPPLEMENTAL DISCLOSURE: W. Va. Code§ 60-1-2 
requires that for contracts with an actual or estimated value ofat least $1 million, the Vendor 
must submit to the Agency a disclosure of interested parties prior to beginning work under 
this Contract.

Contract. 

21. APPLICABLE LAW: This Contract is governed by and interpreted under West Virginia 
law without giving effect to its choice of law principles. Any information provided in 
specification manuals, or any other source, verbal or written, which contradicts or violates the 
West Virginia Constitution, West Virginia Code, or West Virginia Code of State Rules is void 
and of no effect. 

22. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS: Vendor shall comply with all applicable federal, state, 
and local laws, regulations and ordinances. By submitting a bid, Vendor acknowledges that it has 
reviewed, understands, and will comply with all applicable laws, regulations, and ordinances. 

SUBCONTRACTOR COMPLIANCE: Vendor shall notify all subcontractors providing 
commodities or services related to this Contract that as subcontractors, they too are 
required to comply with all applicable laws, regulations, and ordinances. Notification 
under this provision must occur prior to the performance of any work under the contract by 
the subcontractor. 

23. ARBITRATION: Any references made to arbitration contained in this Contract, Vendor's 
bid, or in any American Institute of Architects documents pertaining to this Contract are hereby 
deleted, void, and of no effect.

Notwithstanding 
anything contained in this Contract to the contrary no modification of this Contract shall be 
binding without mutual written consent of the Agency, and the Vendor, with approval of the 
Purchasing Division and the Attorney General's office (Attorney General approval is as to form 
only). Any change to existing contracts that adds work or changes contract cost, and were not 
included in the original contract, must be approved by the Purchasing Division and the Attorney 
General's Office (as to form) prior to the implementation of the change or commencement of 
work affected by the change. 

25. WAIVER: The failure of either party to insist upon a strict performance ofany of the terms 
or provision of this Contract, or to exercise any option, right, or remedy herein contained, shall 
not be construed as a waiver or a relinquishment for the future of such term, provision, option, 
right, or remedy, but the same shall continue in full force and effect.

Vendor 
shall be exclusively responsible for payment of employees and contractors for all wages and 
salaries, taxes, withholding payments, penalties, fees, fringe benefits, professional liability 
insurance premiums, contributions to insurance and pension, or other deferred compensation 
plans, including but not limited to, Workers' Compensation and Social Security obligations, 
licensing fees, etc. and the filing ofall necessary documents, forms, and returns pertinent to all of 
the foregoing.

This provision does not apply to equipment or machinery 
purchased by a spending unit for use by that spending unit and not as part of a single public 
works project.

Any information provided in 
specification manuals, or any other source, verbal or written, which contradicts or violates the 
West Virginia Constitution, West Virginia Code, or West Virginia Code of State Rules is void 
and of no effect. 

22. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS: Vendor shall comply with all applicable federal, state, 
and local laws, regulations and ordinances.

CSR§ 148-10-1 et seq., for every 
contract or subcontract, subject to the limitations contained herein, for the construction, 
reconstruction, alteration, repair, improvement or maintenance ofpublic works or for the
