Delivery Schedule Exception 
 
Dear Ms. Lyle, 
We wish to take exception to the provision in these contract 
bids requiring Delivery of standard orders in 90 days and 
emergency orders in 45.  This is not a sustainable 
requirement. 
 
Over the past couple of years demand for ammunition has 
exceeded the total production capacity of the ammunition 
industry.  This has resulted in long and unpredictable delays 
in delivery of every type of ammo from every manufacturer. 
 
No distributor, if he is honestly trying to serve his customers, 
con commit to anything like a certainty of delivery in 90 days, 
much less 45 since he cannot expect the supply system to 
support that kind of delivery schedule with any consistency.  
The standard delivery projection from all manufacturers for 
almost all types of ammo is “30 to 365 days ARO.” 
 
Leaving your current delivery requirement in your contract 
terms could prove a serious disservice to your using 
agencies.  It could result in your using agencies planning 
their ammo using around unachievable delivery schedules, 
causing them to either run out or have to make spot 
purchases fro “scalpers” at budget-busting prices.  The fact 
is that the only way for your using agencies to avoid this Is to 
place orders far in advance of need-by dates and the 
delivery requirements in these contracts should promote this 
realistic practice.
