1. PURPOSE AND SCOPE: The West Virginia Purchasing Division is soliciting bids
on behalf of the WV Department of Administration, General Services Division
(“Agency”, or “GSD”), to establish a contract to remove existing floor covering
and supply and install modular carpet tiles within the offices of Building 86,
located at 1124 Smith Street, Charleston WV, per the specifications herein.

“Related party” means a party, whether an individual, corporation, partnership, association, {imited liability company
or any other form or business association or other entity whatsoever, related to any vendor by blood, marriage,
ownership or contract through which the party has a relationship of ownership or other interest with the vender so that
the party will actually or by effect receive or conirol a portion of the benefit, profit or other consideration from
performance of a vendor contract with the party receiving an amount that meets or exceed five percent of the total
contract amount.
