       GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

 

1. Pg.15, Sec.19, CANCELLATION: 

 

PerkinElmer respectfully submits that we do not agree to paying for goods that the customer may choose to procure from 

another vendor. 

 

2. Pg.15, Sec.    TIME 

 

PerkinElmer respectfully the following modifications to this provision: 

 

Time is an important factor of the essence regarding all matters of time and performance in this Contract. 

 

3. Pg.16, Sec. 28. WARRANTY: 

 

PerkinElmer respectfully submits that the products will conform to manufacturer specifications alone and we would like 

to offer our standard warranty that we offer to all our commercial and government customers, in lieu of this provision: 

 

28. Limited Warranty. The warranties set forth in this Section are the sole and exclusive warranties provided for 

Products purchased hereunder and shall only apply to Customer as the original purchaser. The "Warranty Period" shall 

be the period of time that the warranty is valid as specified for each of the warranties listed below. 

28.1 Instruments. PerkinElmer warrants that its instrument Products will substantially conform to PerkinElmer's 

published specifications in effect as of the date of shipment and will be free from defects in materials and workmanship, 

when subjected to normal, proper and intended usage, except that no warranty is provided for any used, refurbished or 

previously owned Products. Unless a different period is specified in the applicable quotation, the Warranty Period shall 

be (i) one (1) year from the date of shipment to Customer, or (ii) if the Product requires installation by PerkinElmer 

certified service engineers, the earlier of (x) one (1) year from the date of installation or (y) fifteen (15) months from the 

date PerkinElmer ships the Product to Customer.

1. PURPOSE AND SCOPE: The West Virginia Purchasing Division is soliciting bids on 

behalf of WV Department of Agriculture READ to establish a contract for the one-time 

purchase of an Inductively Coupled Plasma-Optical Emission Spectrometer.   

 

2. DEFINITIONS: The terms listed below shall have the meanings assigned to them below.

2.1 “Contract Item” means Inductively Coupled Plasma-Optical Emission Spectrometer 

as more fully described by these specifications.

5.1 Payment:  Vendor shall accept payment in accordance with the payment procedures 

of the State of West Virginia.   
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6. DELIVERY AND RETURN: 

 

6.1 Shipment and Delivery:  Vendor shall ship the Contract Items immediately after 

being awarded this Contract and receiving a purchase order or notice to proceed.  

Vendor shall deliver the Contract Items within sixty (60) working days after receiving 

a purchase order or notice to proceed.  Contract Items must be delivered to the 

Agency at:

6.2 Late Delivery:  The Agency placing the order under this Contract must be notified 

in writing if the shipment of the Contract Items will be delayed for any reason.  Any 

delay in delivery that could cause harm to an Agency will be grounds for cancellation 

of the Contract, and/or obtaining the Contract Items from a third party.   

 

Any Agency seeking to obtain the Contract Items from a third party under this 

provision must first obtain approval of the Purchasing Division.  

 

6.3 Delivery Payment/Risk of Loss:  Vendor shall deliver the Contract Items F.O.B. 

destination to the Agency’s location.     

 

6.4 Return of Unacceptable Items: If the Agency deems the Contract Items to be 

unacceptable, the Contract Items shall be returned to Vendor at Vendor’s expense 

and with no restocking charge.  Vendor shall either make arrangements for the return 

within five (5) days of being notified that items are unacceptable, or permit the 

Agency to arrange for the return and reimburse Agency for delivery expenses.  If the 

original packaging cannot be utilized for the return, Vendor will supply the Agency 

with appropriate return packaging upon request.  All returns of unacceptable items 

shall be F.O.B. the Agency’s location.  The returned product shall either be replaced, 

or the Agency shall receive a full credit or refund for the purchase price, at the 

Agency’s discretion. 

 

6.5 Return Due to Agency Error: Items ordered in error by the Agency will be returned 

for credit within 30 days of receipt, F.O.B. Vendor’s location.  Vendor shall not 

charge a restocking fee if returned products are in a resalable condition.  Items shall 

be deemed to be in a resalable condition if they are unused and in the original 

packaging.  Any restocking fee for items not in a resalable condition shall be the 

lower of the Vendor’s customary restocking fee or 5% of the total invoiced value of 

the returned items. 

 

7. VENDOR DEFAULT: 
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7.1 The following shall be considered a vendor default under this Contract. 

7.1.1 Failure to provide Contract Items in accordance with the requirements 

contained herein. 

 

7.1.2 Failure to comply with other specifications and requirements contained 

herein. 

 

7.1.3 Failure to comply with any laws, rules, and ordinances applicable to the 

Contract Services provided under this Contract. 

 

7.1.4 Failure to remedy deficient performance upon request. 

 

7.2 The following remedies shall be available to Agency upon default. 

 

7.2.1 Immediate cancellation of the Contract. 

 

7.2.2 Immediate cancellation of one or more release orders issued under this 

Contract. 

 

7.2.3 Any other remedies available in law or equity. 
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
