Technical Specifications

Initial Load of Claims Data
The OIC will make available all pertinent data (Appendix IT1) to establish the basic claim information for which a TPA assumes responsibility.  This data will be provided using flat file space delimited format.  All corresponding lookup field definitions for the initial load are based upon the IAIABC Claims Release 3.0 Data Dictionary (Appendix IT2).  As the TPA, it will become your responsibility to safeguard this information if resident upon any non-OIC system and any distribution of said information without the written authorization of the OIC Commissioner is expressly forbidden.  Additional medical historical data or award/payment data is available via the OIC I-comp internet application and, if necessary, can be made available to the TPA via FTP transport (Appendix IT3-med, Appendix IT4-award/payment). 
To access this data, the OIC will either provide a secure FTP site to which the TPA may download the text data directly into their system for processing, or the data will be made available via DVD.  If the TPA wishes to utilize another method of transport, the TPA must receive written approval from the OIC Commissioner.  Upon receipt of this approval, the OIC Technical Unit will work with the TPA to facilitate at no additional cost to the OIC Technical Unit.    
Primary Data Maintenance Requirements

Each TPA will be responsible to provide any data modifications to the OIC using either data transport via secure FTP site on a nightly basis or, use of EDI transmission.  This backfed data must contain all data from the previous 24 hour period for those claims with modifications.   The mandatory format for this transport can be found in Appendix IT1.  

Additional Data Maintenance Requirements

As the TPA, medical authorizations or rehabilitation documentation might be necessary for claims management.  The OIC will require the data to be submitted in same manner as the Primary Data Requirements with the medical authorization formats found in Appendix IT5.  
Payment Processing Data Requirements
In order to facilitate the exchange of monies for TPA old fund claims, each TPA shall be required to submit via secure FTP, the Summary and Detail medical billing information  (Appendix IT3) to the OIC.   Additionally, any credits submitted by the TPA shall be submitted via separate FTP process using the same required layout as a payment (Appendix IT3).  
Image Access
As the OIC maintains the primary image repository for all old fund claims data, the OIC will grant access to the awarded TPA(s) to view any relevant document via the I-Comp website.  If it is necessary to incorporate any of the OIC relevant document images into a TPA’s existing imaging repository, the TPA must submit a plan for this to occur including any costs associated.  
The OIC also requests that any new images relevant to old fund claims created by the TPA(s) be submitted to the OIC for incorporation into the primary imaging repository.  The method of transport can be any of the following:  weekly upload via secure FTP site with date of upload to be determined by the OIC; weekly DVD submission; or hardcopy submission to the OIC.  The images must be Group4 Tiff images.  If the TPA electronically submits images, these images shall be submitted to the OIC for incorporation into the primary imaging repository.  The method of transport can be any of the following:  weekly upload via secure FTP site with date of upload mandated by OIC; weekly DVD submission; or hardcopy submission to the OIC for document imaging.
