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Since the U.S. government enacted 
the Veterans Small Business Enhance-
ment Act of 2018 on January 3, 2019, 
the National Association of State Agen-
cies for Surplus Property (NASASP) 
has been working with the U.S. Small 
Business Administration and U.S. Gen-
eral Services Administration to finalize 
program operations and requirements. 
While this program has not yet been 
made available to veteran-owned small 
businesses, progress has been made and 
WV Surplus is pleased to share informa-
tion on the program. Additional details 
will be provided upon implementation.

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Annual WV Purchasing Division Survey Finds
Satisfaction in the Offerings and Services of WV Surplus

The West Virginia Purchasing Division, which over-
sees WV Surplus, conducted a survey in late 2020 of 
state agency procurement officers about its services. As 
part of this assessment, the Purchasing Division asked 
state agencies, who qualify as one of WV Surplus’ eligi-
ble organizations, to review the programs and services  
offered by WV Surplus.

In regard to WV Surplus’ COVID-19 response, state 
agencies provided the following feedback: 
•	 67% of respondents rated WV Surplus’ temporary 

hours for public sales as Good or Excellent; 
•	 82% of respondents rated WV Surplus’ acceptance 

of property during this time as Good or Excellent; 

Here are additional findings from this survey regard-
ing WV Surplus’ standard operations: 
•	 89% of respondents rated WV Surplus’ profession-

alism as Good or Excellent; 
•	 89% of respondents rated the accuracy of informa-

tion provided by WV Surplus as Good or Excellent; 
•	 83% of respondents rated the knowledge of the WV 

Surplus staff as Good or Excellent;
•	 83% of respondents rated WV Surplus’ understand-

ing of customer needs as Good or Excellent; 
•	 83% of respondents rated the timeliness of services 

provided by WV Surplus as Good or Excellent; and
•	 97% of respondents said their satisfaction with the 

WV Surplus program increased or remained the 
same.

Local governments were also invited to complete a 
separate survey regarding the Purchasing Division’s 
services. Several of the responding local governments 
were able to visit WV Surplus in the last year and ob-

tained office furniture and tulip bulbs.

What is the Veteran’s Small Business Enhancement 
Act of 2018?

This Act provides veteran-owned small businesses 
access to federal surplus personal property.

Who is eligible?
Veteran-owned small businesses who are regis-

tered with and verified through the U.S. Department 
of Veterans Affairs are eligible to receive surplus 
property through the federal government. To apply 
for verification, veterans should have their DUNS 
Number available and then visit https://vip.vetbiz.
va.gov/dunssearch to start the verification process. 

If a veteran is not sure of his or her eligibility, he or 
she can take the Verification Pre-Qualification Quiz 
online at https://vip.vetbiz.va.gov/prequal-quiz or 
call 866-584-2344.

How can a veteran screen for federal property?
Eligible veteran-owned small businesses will need 

to contact the West Virginia State Agency for Surplus 
Property (WV Surplus) at 304.766.2626 or toll free at  
800.576.7587 to obtain a unique user ID and login for 
the U.S. General Services Administration’s surplus 
website, https://gsaxcess.gov. Upon logging in, ven-
dors may search for property using a variety of fac-
tors, including the type of property, the state in which 
the property resides, keywords, and more. 

Once a veteran has identified property he or she is 
interested in, the veteran must contact WV Surplus 
to request the property.

	
Is there a charge to obtain federal surplus property?

WV Surplus will charge a service fee to cover the 
administrative expenses required to secure the prop-
erty, as well as transportation and warehousing costs, 
when applicable.

What compliance requirements should veterans be 
aware of if they opt to request and obtain federal sur-
plus property?

Federal surplus property with an acquisition cost 
of less than $5,000 must be put into use within one 
year of acquisition and used for a minimum of one 
year. Property with an acquisition cost of $5,000 or 
more, as well as all passenger motor vehicles, must 
be used for at least 18 months. Title to the property 
remains with the federal government until the com-
pliance period is over.  Personal use of this property is 
strictly prohibited during the compliance period, and 
compliance audits or reports may be required.

FEDERAL AND STATE REGULATIONS: Acceptance of Federal equipment and supplies by users who have established eligibility 
to participate in WV Surplus is subject to certifications and agreements identified on the reverse side of the Distribution Document. 
1: Federal equipment and supplies are restricted to institutional use only, not personal use, and are to be used for a minimum of one 
year; 2: All vehicles and items with an acquisition cost of $5,000.00 or more shall be used for the purpose(s) for which acquired within 
one year from the date the property was invoiced and used for 18 months thereafter. 3: During the restriction period, the property 
shall not be sold, traded, leased, lent, bailed, cannibalized, encumbered or otherwise disposed of or removed from the State of West 
Virginia without the express approval of WV Surplus. The recipients of Federal property are urged to contact WV Surplus prior to 
taking any actions which might be interpreted as modifying any of the certifications and agreements stated on the reverse side of the 
Distribution Document.

TERMS: Payment required upon receipt unless previous arrangements have been made. Payment must be by check or credit card 
issued  against an eligible organization. No personal checks, money orders or cash transactions are permitted.

SHIPPING:  All service charges are FOB Dunbar Warehouse unless expressly indicated. Out-shipping can be arranged by calling 
304.766.2626. Delivery charges will be added to the invoice.
