Yes, there is nothing the facility can legally do to prevent Vendor’s staff from changing jobs.

In Section 1: The State clearly indicates this contract is to work differently. “This contract will be
different in that WVVNF will be working directly with the Staffing Agency's employees
regarding their schedules”. Yet, in Section 4.3.14 it is indicated “If the Staffing Agency is unable
to back-fill a position, they will be subject to a reduction of pay for those hours left unfilled. The
dollar amount will be determined by the rate of pay for the specialty multiplied by the number of
hours unfilled. This amount will be deducted from the Staffing Agency's weekly invoice.”

If the Facility is contacting agency Staff Direct, which muddles around a Borrowed Employee
giving WVVNF Management oversight and control, how can the Agency be subject to backfilling
when WVVNF defines in Section 1, it is working directly with staffing agency employees
regarding the schedule? Based on Section 1, the agency would not know the schedule of the
employee until the timesheet arrives removing the agencies’ ability to manage employees and
ensure coverage for shifts are maintained.

Schedules will be completed at least monthly prior to the next period of work. Staffing agency
will therefore be aware of any time off that is requested in advance. Staffing agency will be
responsible for providing back-fill for any time off, scheduled or not. See Sections 4.3.13, 4.4.1,
442,443.

25. WAIVER: The failure of either party to insist upon a strict performance of any of the terms
or provision of this Contract, or to exercise any option, right, or remedy herein contained, shall
not be construed as a waiver or a relinquishment for the future of such term, provision, option,
right, or remedy, but the same shall continue in full force and effect. Any waiver must be
expressly stated in writing and signed by the waiving party.

26. SUBSEQUENT FORMS: The terms and conditions contained in this Contract shall
supersede any and all subsequent terms and conditions which may appear on any form documents
submitted by Vendor to the Agency or Purchasing Division such as price lists, order forms,
invoices, sales agreements, or maintenance agreements, and includes internet websites or other
electronic documents.
